LTC is going to a debit 
card system as the 
method that your Pell 
money will be given to 
you. It is VERY 
IMPORTANT that you 
make sure your address is 
correct with Student 
Services (please see Mr. 
Jones and his staff). The 
address that is recorded 
at student services is the 
address that Higher One 
will be using to send out 
your debit card. Once you 
get the debit card, you will 
have to MAKE A CHOICE 
as to the method of 
payment you want to 

receive. Please be on the 
lookout for the debit cards 
to be mailed out sometime 
in April. DO NOT LOSE 
your debit card or 
accidentally toss it out 
thinking it is a credit card 
offer. Replacement debit  
cards start out at $20.00 , 
so be sure to keep up with 
this card. More 
information will follow 
concerning this exciting 
new change but right now 
it is critical that you make 
sure Student Services has 
your correct address. 
Keep an eye out for signs 
and meetings regarding 
the new change.

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 MSHA is part of a 
federally funded program 
signed into law on 
November 9, 1977. The 
Federal Mine Safety and 
Health Act was created to 
ensure that miners will be 
effectively trained in 
matters affecting  their 
health and safety, with the 
ultimate goal of reducing 
the frequency and severity 
of injuries in the nation’s 
mines. There are two parts 
to this Act that are taught 
as courses at the LTC-
FPC. They are Part 46 and 
Part 48. Part 46 of the Act 
contains specific training 
requirements for miners 
working in sand, gravel, 
surface stone, surface 
clay, or surface limestone 
mines. The Act specifically 
covers surface mining 
operations recovering the 
following commodities: 
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“Mr. Hodges instructing 
a mining safety class.” 

granite, sandstone, shale, 
kaolin, marble, slate, 
taprock, and lime.  
     Part 48 of the Act 
mandates the specific 
training requirements for 
miners engaged in coal, 
non-metal and metal, 
underground, surface, and 
surface areas of 
underground mines.  
     Due to the mining 
industry looking at safety 
training not as a cost, but 
rather looking at safety 
training as an investment 
in human capital, MSHA 
has taken the steps to 
make sure that every mine 
now undergoes safety 
courses as required by 
law.  
     The LTC Florida 
Parishes Campus has the 
necessary courses for Part 
46 and Part 48 of the Act. 
The courses for Part 46 
include the following: New 

Miner (24 hour courses), 
Newly Hired Experienced 
Miner, Annual Refresher 
(8-hour course), and 
Training plans. The 
courses for Part 48 of the 
Act include the following: 
New Miner (24 hour 
course), Newly Hired 
Experienced Miner, and an 
Annual Refresher (8- hour 
course). 
     The cost for this 
training is $10 per miner 
per 8 hours of training. For

     The Family 
Independence Temporary 
Assistance Program or 
FITAP is a program that 
provides financial aid for 
children in their own homes 
who are in need because of 
the lack of sufficient funds 
and support of their parents. 
It is the goal of FITAP to 
reduce the need of long term 
need of welfare assistance. 
FITAP was put into action by 
the Social Security Act as 
amended by the Personal 
Responsibility and Work 
Opportunity Reconciliation 
Act of 1996. This program 
became effective in 1997 
with the funding supplied by 
the Temporary Assistance to 
Needy Families Block Grant.  
     Eligibility is determined if 
you meet certain criteria. 
They are as follows: the child 
must live in the home of the

  Strategies To Empower 
People is a family case 
management program 
designed to help families move 
toward financial independence. 
STEP requires FITAP 
recipients to complete up to 40 
total hours of work activities per 
week, helping them make the 
move off FITAP assistance. 
STEP helps recipients in need 
and offers work activities such 
as on-the-job-training, 
vocational education, and much 
more. It also helps provide 
things such as child care, 
transportation and uniforms for 
schools.
